The second unknown suspect wore a dark hooded sweatshirt, bright orange mask, yellow reflective vest, dark-colored gloves, dark-colored pants, and dark-
colored boots. 
The third unknown suspect was dressed like a security guard and wore a dark-colored hat with white lettering, dark-colored mask, dark-colored shirt with a patches 
on both sleeves, white gloves, dark-colored belt, dark-colored pants, and dark-colored work boots.
