At approximately 1:30 p.m., two armed bank robbers walked into the Community Bank of Texas, located at
14100 FM 2100, Crosby, Texas, and brandished handguns. After receiving an undisclosed amount of cash, they
left the bank and gunfire was exchanged with a Harris County Sheriff’s deputy who was on duty. No one was
physically hurt. One man was arrested shortly after the robbery. The manhunt continues for the remaining bank
robber.
