Burke Road in Burke, Virginia. The two subjects displayed handguns and demanded money. The bank teller
complied and the subjects fled with an undisclosed amount of cash. The first subject was a black male,
approximately 20 years old, medium build, wearing a black mask. The second subject was a white male,
approximately 20 years old, medium build, wearing a black mask.

REWARD

identification, arrest and conviction of these bank robbers.
