On December 31, 2014, at approximately 2:02 pm, an unknown suspect entered the Comerica Bank located at
804 North 44th Street in Phoenix, Arizona, and stood in the customer waiting line. The suspect was eventually
called up to the victim teller’s window, where he placed a robbery demand note into the teller window tray. The
teller placed money into a bag that the suspect also placed in the window tray. The suspect took the bag of money
and fled the bank on foot.
