On Friday, May 8, 2015, at approximately 3:58 p.m., the suspect entered the Bank of America located at 16615
South Desert Foothills Parkway in Phoenix, Arizona, and proceeded to the teller counter. At the counter he
pushed an elderly woman out of the way and revealed a handgun, which he pointed at the bank employees and
customers while demanding money. The suspect obtained a large quantity of currency and fled the bank heading
east. He was unable to be located.
