On March 4, 2013, at approximately 5:30 p.m., the suspect entered the Wells Fargo Bank located at 10733 West
Peoria Avenue in Sun City, Arizona, and proceeded to the customer waiting line. He was called up to the teller
counter by an employee where he handed the teller a demand note. As the teller read it, the suspect told them to
hurry up. When he was provided with money he demanded more. The suspect was given a known quantity of US
currency, after which he fled the bank.
