On Friday, April 22, 2016, at approximately 12:22 p.m., the Pyramax Bank located at
1605 West Mitchell Street in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, was the victim of an attempted
robbery.

The suspect entered the bank, spoke with the teller, and provided a demand note. The
note indicated that he had a firearm. He then showed the teller the firearm by unzipping
his jacket.

The suspect exited the bank before receiving money from the teller.
