On September 12, 2016, two unknown Black male subjects armed with handguns robbed
the Union Bank and Trust located in the 1000 block of Warrenton Road, in
Fredericksburg, Virginia, and customers who were inside at the time of the robbery. After
receiving the money from the victim tellers, the subjects fled the scene in a blue/green
sedan.
